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  The Dallas Opera begins its 
season with “Nabucco,” the third 
opera and first major success for  
Giuseppe Verdi (1813-1901).   
  Set in Jerusalem in the year 587 
BCE, the story in about King 
Nabucco (Nebuchadnezzar) who 
conquered the Kingdom of Judea 
and exiled the Jews from the Land 
of Israel.   
  The  “Chorus of the Hebrew 

Slaves (Va Pensiero), in the third 
act, is one of Verdi’s best-known 
pieces. Right from its premiere in 
Milan, Italy, on March 9, 1842, it 
was popularly embraced by 
nationalist elements that were 
fighting for the unification of Italy in 
what was known as the 
Risorgimento (“resurgence”).   
  Members of the Dallas Opera will 
be performing this chorus and 

other selections at a free event in 
Congregation Shearith Israel.

  We are pleased to announce that on Sunday, October 29, 
2006, we will honor the senior Senator from the State of 
Texas, Kay Bailey Hutchison , with the 2006 Hope for 
Humanity Award .  The event will take place in the 
Frontiers of Flight Museum (on Lemmon Avenue, at the SE 
corner of Love Field).  Invitations will soon be printed so 
now is the time to call about underwriting 
opportunities or hosting tables .

   Senator Hutchison grew up in La Marque, Texas and 
graduated from the University of Texas and UT Law 
School.  Her Texas roots run very deep: her great-great-
grandfather, Charles S. Taylor, signed the Texas 
Declaration of Independence.  Twice elected to the Texas 
House of Representatives, she later became State 
Treasurer.  When she entered the U.S. Senate in a special 
election in 1993, she became the first woman ever elected 
to the Senate from this state.  As Vice Chairman of the 
Senate Republican Conference, she is the fifth-highest 
ranking Republican senator and sits on the powerful 
Appropriations Committee, as well as on the Commerce, 
Science and Transportation, Rules and Administration, and 
Veteran Affairs Committees.  
   Senator Hutchison regards education to be of the highest 

importance, especially early childhood reading initiatives. 
She has authored and supported a variety of education bills 
including authoring provisions in the “No Child Left Behind 
Act.”  .  She is working to protect America’s competitive 
edge through strengthening math, science, medicine and 
engineering education.  In January of 2006, she hosted the 
third annual conference of The Academy of Medicine, 
Engineering and Science (TAMEST) in Texas.  Members of 
the organization include 11 Nobel Prize Laureates. 
   Sen. Hutchison has been a leader in promoting economic 
growth and tax relief and has contributed significantly in the 
field of Homeland Security.  She worked to pass the 
National Intelligence Reform Act and helped draft 
legislation that reorganized airline security after 9/11.   
   Sen. Hutchison’s involvement in veteran affairs, defense 
and foreign policy is extensive and significant.  To name 
but two: the Senator co-sponsored a bill to impose 
sanctions against perpetrators of crimes against humanity 
in Darfur and Sudan and also co-sponsored the resolution 
condemning Hezbollah and supporting Israel’s right to 
exist. 
  Senator Hutchison honors us by accepting our award and 
we are looking forward to seeing all of our membership at 
the largest Hope for Humanity Tribute Dinner ever held.    

  We held this year’s Yom Hashoah – 
Holocaust Commemoration Day under 
the banner of “Lessons Learned. 
Lessons Still to Learn.”  An e-mail from 
Simcha Stein, Director of the Ghetto 
Fighters’ Museum, cast some new light 
on our theme.    
  He wrote: “This summer was 
supposed to be the fullest in many 
years.  Many groups, especially from 
abroad, were supposed to visit, but 
now, even though the museum is open, 
nobody is coming and everything until 
the end of August has been cancelled.” 
  To me, the surprising part was 
hearing that the Ghetto Fighters’ 
Museum remains open.  And he 
explained why:  “From the first day we 
decided that the museum would stay 
open even if nobody is coming to visit. 
We decided to remain open because 
we consider our museum a symbol of 
Jewish resistance. We think that our 
institution is not an ordinary one but 
one with a special mission in Israeli 
society and today among our soldiers. 
Two weeks ago, the only visit we had 
was by a commando unit that was the 
first to fight and lose friends in the 
battle. “ 

  The guide who met them reported that 
their commander had requested that 
“the young soldiers would get a deeper 
perspective on the history of the 

museum and the kibbutz that was 
founded by Holocaust survivors after 
they stood up against the Nazis in the 
Warsaw Ghetto Uprising…I want them 
to get a perspective on the region they 
are fighting to protect…" 
  (The Ghetto Fighters’ Museum and 
kibbutz are on the Mediterranean 
coast, between Acco and Nahariya, 
about 9 miles from the Lebanese 
border and are in the center of the 
Project 2000 region with which Dallas 
and Fort Worth are both linked.) 

  The guide continued: “At the exhibit I 
first talked about the vibrant, rich 
Jewish lives in Warsaw and how all this 
was crashed and destroyed by the 
Germans. Then they started to talk 
about the purpose of the uprising and 
what characterized the rebels and 
distinguished them from the other half 
a million Jews there.  
  Slowly we started to ‘connect the dots’ 
– the history of the Western Galilee, 
the history of the Holocaust survivors 
who arrived in Israel as young and 
determined as these soldiers are now. 
We talked about the survivors who 
stood up to the Nazis in Warsaw and I 
shared with them stories of the 
survivors’ determination to come to 
Israel to build a kibbutz and a museum 
near the Lebanese border.   
   These IDF soldiers are now fighting 
to stop the suffering of hundreds of 
thousands of civilians living under 
constant threat to their lives and 
homes. It was a unique, moving 
experience for me to see how those 
young soldiers are inspired and getting 
their strength from history as well as 
from the civilians that they are risking 
their lives to protect.” 
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   As we have done annually, we mark the end of the school year with an 
event in appreciation for all of the gracious people who have generously 
given of their time to help us.  On June 22 we thanked: the Survivor-
Speakers whose personal testimonies offer a profound emotional 
experience to students that is simply unique, the docents who tour the 
museum with the school groups, the organizers of the Keepers of the 
Flame Auxiliary, and all of the other volunteers who are always here to 
offer invaluable support. 
   To thank them all, we managed to secure a first run movie: “When Do 
We Eat?” from Sneak Preview Entertainment.  Everyone enjoyed this 
comic portrayal of a dysfunctional family’s Passover Seder, presented in 
hilarious fashion by actors Michael Lerner, Lesley Ann Warren, Jack 
Klugman, Mili Avital and others. 
   As they had in the past, dedicated Museum supporters Dr. Laurence 
and Kay Eason generously underwrote the cost of the whole event, which 
included a delicious lunch.  Long-time supporters Cielo and Mark Taub 
provided mouth-watering chocolates and candies from their own “Candy 
Headquarters” chain of stores, making certain to include sugar-free 
sweets as well.   
   Every volunteer was thanked with a Certificate of Appreciation as well 
as a “Dolls for Darfur” pin.  In his welcoming remarks, Executive Director 
Elliott Dlin stressed that the Museum’s success was and is dependent on 
the continuing efforts of the dedicated volunteers.  Each has contributed 
to the successes of the Museum and we thank them all sincerely. 
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  Andrew Tobolowsky, son of Dr. 
and Mrs. Paul Tobolowsky of 
Richardson, was selected to work 
for the Dallas Holocaust Museum 
as our 2006 ExxonMobil Intern. 
Andrew, a senior at Brown 
University majoring in Religious 
Studies, impressed our search 
committee.  “He just really 
seemed to understand the 
importance of the project,” 
shared Kathy Chapman, Director 
of Education. In his application 
essay, Andrew wrote: “If a time 
ever comes when men and 
women do not look on the 
Holocaust with a true horror, then 
a crime perhaps greater than the 
actual event will have occurred: 
the death of horror and the death 
of memory. This cannot be 
allowed and so the world needs, 
desperately, a project like this.” 
  Andrew worked tirelessly for 
eight weeks viewing, editing, and 
transcribing hundreds of hours of 
testimony for a video compilation 
of stories from local Survivors. 
The video will be shown in both 
our current facility and in the new 

museum that will be built on 
Houston and Pacific. Preserving 
the history of the Holocaust and 
presenting the real life 
experiences of Survivors to wider 
audiences is integral to our 
mission, and this project is a 
permanent and enduring 
testament to the indomitable 
spirit and brave dignity of our 
local Survivors.  We thank 
ExxonMobil for their generous 
support!

  This annual event took place in the heart of the city, in Thanks-
Giving Square, under the theme of: “LESSONS LEARNED.  
LESSONS STILL TO LEARN ”. 
  When the Allied armies entered Nazi Concentration and Death 
Camps, they were shocked by the horrors that they saw...and 
smelled.  At the moment of liberation, commanders like General 
George Patton (whose forces first entered the Concentration 
Camp at Buchenwald, Germany) recognized that the Holocaust 
had educational significance.  So he ordered that a kind of 
museum be created …not with carefully labeled artifacts, but with 
piles of unburied corpses.  And he ordered that German citizens, 
residents of the near-by towns, bear witness to the atrocities that 
were done in their backyards, and learn the lesson of how people 
ought not to behave towards one another. 
  We also learned that the Holocaust was not just a Jewish 
tragedy - it was a terrible tragedy for Western Civilization and for 
all humankind.  Millions of victims, not just Jews, were brutalized 
and murdered.  And the Holocaust was a Christian tragedy in that 
nearly all of the perpetrators were baptized Christians. 
  So we stood in remembrance of that terrible evil knowing that 
we do not know who might be victims or perpetrators the next 
time.   We stood in remembrance and re-committed ourselves 
that “never again” should such injustice be tolerated, anywhere in 
our world. 
  And then we looked to Darfur in the Sudan.  And we saw more 
than 2 million homeless refugees, perhaps 400,000 dead, more 
innocent lives being lost daily, and the threat that the conflict will 
spread into neighboring Chad.  And we realized that many 
lessons are still to be learned. 
  With the spotlight on education and on learning from this past, 
we heard from Dr. James Davis, Deputy Regional Representative 
of the US Dept. of Education, and from Dr. Michael Hinojosa, 
Superintendent of Schools in the Dallas Independent School 
District. 
  The ceremony began with a procession of Holocaust Survivors 
carrying memorial candles.  Focusing on education, all of this 
year’s candle lighters were Survivors who speak regularly to 
groups in the Museum: Rudy Baum, Osi Blum (for his wife Rosa), 
Ala Danziger, Magie Furst, Max Glauben, Agnes Hoffman, 
Margaret Hopkovitz, Mike Jacobs, Paul Kessler, Jack Repp, 
Rosalie and William Schiff, David Taub, and Liny Yollick.  The 
volunteer docents who assisted them were Denise Bookatz, 
Linda Burns, Rita Lewis, Carol Pinker, Monica Tanur and Nancy 
Ungerman. 
  Music was provided by Cantor Yaacov Cohen of Congregation 
Nishmat Am, who sang “Zog Mit Keyn Mol – Never Say” as the 
Survivors entered, as well as El Maleh Rachamim and the 
Mourners’ Prayer at the end of the ceremony.  The Sunset Varsity 
Men's Choir, Treble Choir and Mixed Choir, expertly directed by 
Jon Sarver, sang Ose Shalom, O Vos Omnes and Erev Shel 
Shoshanim.  Masters of ceremony were Carol Seay and James 
Hogue.

endured in the Italian detention camp 
of Ferramonti and their subsequent 
efforts to come to the United States.   

Hal Salfen donated a copy of his published 
autobiography and allowed us to 

record his testimony 
as a liberator of 
Buchenwald.  He 
also described the 
infamous wife of the 
camp commandant, 
Ilsa Koch, whom he 
saw firsthand at her 
subsequent trial. 
Helena Tenenbaum 
allowed us to record 
her experience as a 
young woman 

surviving the Holocaust in Poland. 
We are in contact with several individuals 

who previously had given us 
photocopies of materials and who are 
now agreeing to donate the original 
items.  Some are also offering 
additional items that will expand the 
context and add texture to each 
individual experience.  We can only 
encourage others to consider the 
same and to contact our archivist, 
Leslie Wagner, at 214-741-7500/ext. 
107.
